A script for introducing the weekly-triplet prayer model: 

· Alright, we are going to try something tonight! We’re going to split into triplets to share and pray. We’ll do this for a few weeks in a row, with the same people in our triplet each time so that you’ll be able to get to know and trust those people. 
· Here’s the reason I want to try this. I think that when we pray all together, it can be hard to have enough time for everyone to share what’s going on, and also there might be things we want prayer for but wouldn’t want to share with a group this big. So by splitting into triplets who we get to know and trust over time, you will hopefully be able to share more of what's going on for you and get prayer for that. 
· So the boys will go upstairs, and the girls can stay in the lounge room. I’ll suggest that the triplets should be [allocate]
· The way I’ve seen it work is someone starts - “I’ll go first”, shares some prayer points, and then someone else prays. Then rotate around.
· I find it helpful each time to share (1) something from the passage that encouraged me or challenged me, and a prayer point related to that, and (2) something that’s going on in my life that I would appreciate prayer for. 
· Let me give a few tips for this working well
· It’s important to say that you don’t need to share anything you don’t want to share. No pressure to share anything you don’t feel comfortable sharing. 
· I would also suggest that this is not a time to give each other advice. Sometimes we don’t want advice, we just want prayer, and getting unwanted advice can make people less willing to share in the future. Now, as we do this over the year and you get to know each other better, there might be times where you ask whether they would like advice. But this is mainly a time to share and pray. 
· You might also decide you want to ask someone to keep you accountable for something - but I would suggest that unless someone asks you to do that, don’t feel that this is the time to keep people accountable for things they said last week. 
· Anyway that’s a few things that will hopefully help us all to feel comfortable. 
· I’m planning to do this for the next 3 weeks, and I think it might feel weird at first but pretty quickly I think we’ll really enjoy praying for each other a bit more deeply than we have in the past. 
· We’ll go until 9pm, and then we can all come back together and hang out. 
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
